As you will all be aware, Rok, the contractor which was rebuilding Raasay House, has gone into administration and work on the House ceased on 8th November. The RHCC board is currently working with other stakeholders and the insurers to resolve the situation and get the rebuilding underway again as soon as possible. You will understand that this may take some time to sort out. 
This is all the more disappointing because good progress was being made on the rebuilding of the House prior to Rok’s demise, with the main chimneys and some internal walls rebuilt, and the new roof on the East wing and the erection of the internal timber framework well underway.
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 On a more positive note, the board is pleased that a legal agreement has finally been reached on the Walled Garden. Sadie McLeod has agreed to a phased withdrawal from the garden over the next three years ending at Martinmas (November) 2013, after which she will have no further involvement. RHCC can now start work on the long and difficult task of restoring the garden to productivity. 
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
